The PRME initiative is open to all degree-granting and publicly-accredited institutions of higher education.
Our global community of signatories help transform business and management education, work to develop
the responsible leaders of the future, and realise the Sustainable Development Goals through responsible
management education.

Signatories to PRME fall into two categories: Basic and Advanced.

Basic PRME Signatories report regularly through the Sharing Information on Progress (SIP) report every 24
months, but have limited access to peer-learning, communication and leadership opportunities.

Advanced PRME Signatories also comply with the SIP report policy, as well as make a nominal contribution
to the Annual Service Fee.

By contributing annually, institutions unlock engagement opportunities and access to unique leadership
platforms that amplify their impact on the PRME community and showcase achievements to global audiences.
